introduced into agricultural and natural ecosystems, identify them, and immediately report them to appropriate responders
and decision makers. To : mplish this mission, the NPDN has invested in plant diagnostic laboratory infrastructure and
training, developed an extensive network of first detectors through education and outreach, and enhanced communication
among agencies and stakeholders responsible for responding to and mitigating new outbreaks. I invite you to explore our
website to learn more about the NPDN and our programs.
